	· In order to prepare the students for the challenges of secondary school they will be working toward developing the three competencies outlined in the Quebec Education Program.
· All 3 competencies will be evaluated and reported on at the end of every term.  

· Students will be evaluated on their ability to use language to communicate as well as their reading and writing skills.

· The students’ knowledge of language, text and media will also be evaluated throughout the year

· Students will be given the opportunity to improve and broaden their skills in the field of English Language Arts through the use of book reports, novel studies, guided reading, poetry, literature circles, responses to literature, comparing and contrasting/synthesis activities. Using the 6 Traits of writing, narratives, reports, poems, speeches, debates, classroom presentations and the creation of skits, commercials, etc. will be completed. The students will write a MELS-compulsory exam that will count for 20% of the final mark. This exam will be administered from end of April to mid-May 2012

	Mathematics

Solves a situational problem 30%
Uses math reasoning 70%  

	· Students will be evaluated on their ability to solve situational problems and use mathematical reasoning. In term 1, situational problems will not appear on the report card. Competency 1 will have “NE”.  Any of these problems that are completed in term 1 will be included in the term 2 evaluation.

· Both competencies will be evaluated and reported on at the end of every term

· The essential knowledge that will be covered over the course of the year involve: various mathematical operations, the order of operations (BEDMAS), decimals, percent, fractions, measurement in three dimensions, time, geometry (including space, plane figures, solids, frieze patterns, tessellation and angles), statistics and probability. 
· The students will work on a variety of situational problems each term.
· The students will be assessed each term according to their competency development in the broad areas of problem solving, communicating using mathematical language and reasoning using mathematical concepts and procedures. 

· Students will be tested on their ability to use and explain the various mathematical concepts during the year. 

The students will write a MELS-compulsory exam that will count for 20% of the final mark.  This exam will be administered from mid-May to early June.

	· Geography, History and Citizenship studies will develop students’ understanding of their community, how our society developed, how they can become active citizens and have input in the world around them.
· Topics will incorporate a study Canadian and Quebec society from early 1900s to present day, mapping skills, timelines researching and working with information.
· Included in the school year will be 
· a comparison of the Inuit and Mi'kmaq and their development in Quebec.
· an exploration of democracy.
· Students will be evaluated on their ability to:

· understand different societies and their territories from a geographical and historical perspective.

· interpret changes that occur within a society and its territories.

· compare certain aspects of giraffe societies to appreciate their diversity

	Science & Technology


	· The students will be divided into two groups for Science according to the French Language Program in which they are enrolled. 
· The classes will follow similar themes/topics. The topics that may be covered over the course of the year, allowing for time and student interest include: air and flight, electricity sound and light, ecology and biomes, the human body, forces, matter and changes in matter. 
· Much of the science program will be taught through exploration and experimentation. Students will learn through discovery many of the aspects of science and they will be taught how to keep their observations recorded as well as creating reports/presentations to show what they have learned.
· Students will be evaluated on their ability to:

· explain or solve scientific or technical problems

· use scientific and technical tools, objects and procedures

· communicate in the language used in science and technology

	Mid- October you will receive the interim report, which will include comments on your child’s learning and behavior.

	Term 1 Report Card
	This report card will cover the period from August 28th to early November and will count for 20% of the final mark for the year.

	Term 2 Report Card
	This report card will cover the period from November to mid-February and will count for 20% of the final mark for the year.

	Term 3 Report Card
	The Term 3 Report Card will cover the period from February to the end of the year and will count for 60% of the final mark for the year.

	For the three terms, the teacher enters a percentage mark that reflects the knowledge and competencies that a student has acquired - based on the evaluations carried out during the term (tests, assignments, etc.).

In the case of English Language Arts, Mathematics and French, Second Language, a Subject Mark is calculated on the basis of the weightings assigned to the subject-specific competencies established by MELS (see subject table on the first page).
